FOOD VENDOR POLICIES

INTERIOR HEALTH PERMIT 
All food vendors must comply with BC Health Temporary Food Service Regulations and display a valid BC permit. Vendor information will be shared with the Health Department, and inspectors may contact you before the event.

Note: Interior Health may conduct inspections throughout the weekend. 


ELECTRICAL POWER PERMIT 
Additional power requirements are at the vendor’s expense. 
• Requirements: Vendors must supply a 25’ cable with the proper end for your unit. 
• Compliance: All electrical equipment must meet BC Electrical and Building Codes, including a valid BC Electrical Inspection sticker or certificate. Vendors must also comply with the BC Fire Code (CAN/ULC 1254 Standard). Please send photo of permit or stickers, Our electrical team will be on-site on Set-Up Day & local fire dept. to inspect your booth. Non-compliance may result in inability to connect to power without a refund. 


INSURANCE 
All food vendors must provide proof of $5 million liability insurance, with Copy of Liability Insurance Listing: 1) City of Salmon Arm, 2) Shuswap Agricultural Association, 3) David Schwandt/Twisted Auto Recycling and 4) Vance Tierney/White Post Auto Museum as additional insureds. 

HEALTH AND SAFETY 
The Salmon Arm Demolition Derby and Swap Meet plus Show ‘N Shine follows the guidelines and recommendations of the BC Provincial Health Authority and Interior Health Authority. We prioritize the health and safety of all our participants, including attendees, volunteers, musicians, sponsors and vendors. 

GARBAGE, RECYCLING & WATER
Recyclables – Items must be taken with you (cardboard & packaging).
Garbage – Each vendor must provide their own can for their own garbage with a large bin on site for disposal. Garbage barrels for consumer use will be provided throughout the venue. Please do not stack your garbage by consumer cans, put in large dump bin.
City Water Available:  You must provide your own hose & splitter.
Note: Cooking oil must be disposed of off-site. Failure to comply with environmental policies will result in a fines & possible refusal at future events.

MENU AND CONCESSION PHOTOS 
• Submit a full menu with pricing, regardless of prior participation.  
• Include photos of your concession, with clear visibility of serving sides, the tongue, and the power plug.

FOOD MARKET HOURS OF OPERATION  (Vendors arrive 6am, public 9am)
• Saturday, June 20th 8:00am to 5:00pm 
• Sunday, June 21st    8:00am to 5:00pm (end time can vary based on derby times)
Set Up Time:  Friday, June 19th : 3:00 pm to 6:00 pm/ Sat, June 20th  6am.  
Set-up must be complete and all personal vehicles off-site by 8:00am Saturday

POWER AVAILABILITY 
• Power may not be available on Friday, so please bring a generator if necessary. 
• Check in with the Food Vendor Coordinator upon arrival to receive your vendor package and assigned spot. 
• Vendors get one parking pass (on grounds) vehicle cannot be moved during event, if you may need to leave for supplies please park off-site.
• You must provide your own extension cord (up to 50ft) with correct adaptor.

*All policies are subject to change to comply with government health orders.

Complete the application form, once your application has been accepted we will contact you to submit proof of $5 million liability insurance along with your payment. Deposit of 50% due when your spot is confirmed with the balance paid in full by May 1, 2026.

All applications are carefully reviewed by our committee to ensure a diverse and high-quality selection of vendors. Booth spaces are assigned based on the committee’s’ evaluation criteria and the overall fit with the event layout.
